

NOOKCOLOR Tablet Procedure
1. Root the device
http://reviewhorizon.com/2010/12/how-to-root-nook-color-review-and-gallery/
The smart guys from XDA Developers and NookDevs put everything together and all the credit goes to them. 
Note: If you updated to BookColor firmware 1.0.1, there is an updated (and automatic method) method using Auto-Nooter. Read the detailed process here.
Update: Auto-Nooter 3.o.0 just became available and enables root for Nook Color version 1.1
The root method described here works for Windows 7 and this is the platform where I actually performed it. Here are the steps:
Activity 1: Prepare the micro SD card to use in the process
A. Get a microSD card, at least 4GB size that you are willing to repartition/reformat
B. Get this file (auto-nooter-3.0.0.img.zip) and save it somewhere on your PC. Inside you’ll find a file called auto-nooter-3.0.0.img which you’ll need to write on the micro SD card.
C. Download WinImage (Image Writer for Microsoft WindowsRelease 0.1 (r15) and install it. You can do without registration, the trial version will work well for 30 days.
D. In WinImage, do File->Open and point to the place where you extracted nooter0.2.zip. Select the auto-nooter-3.0.0.img. A pop-up windows will appear asking you to select the partition to connect to. Press OK.
E. You now have a micro SD card that will enable Nook Color to boot up in a special mode that will open it to side loading content. Power Off the device, insert the micro SD card in it and plug the Nook Color via USB to your PC. The Nook Color should reboot automatically and, if the image was successfully written on the microSD card, Nook Color should boot to a blank black screen. Important: If the Nook Color boots up normally to the home screen, you did something wrong. I wasted several hours trying to figure out why the next steps didn’t work because of a defective image on the micro SD card.
NOTE. If you get Install blocked and Installation of download apks is not supported messages when you try to install an apk package directly from your Nook Color, you’ll need to perform the following steps to enable it

4. Install Launcher  ADWLauncher

6. Install clockwork rom manager
We have already discussed the rooting of Nook Color in our post on how to root Nook Color & Install Android Market with Auto-Nooter and now, XDA-Developers forum member thecubed has developed a collective method for rooting the device and installing the famous Clockwork Recovery as well as Google Apps & other features such as the Gingerbread keyboard on your Nook Color. If you are interested in killing three birds with one stone by using the Monster Rootpack for all the tasks, please read on.
Rooting your device gives you full administrative access to it while installing Clockwork Recovery adds a lot of features previously unavailable in the stock recovery. Once you are finished with this guide, you will have effectively turned your Nook Color into a full-blown Android tablet complete with root, a custom recovery and Google Apps including Android Market.
Disclaimer: Please follow this guide at your own risk. AddictiveTips will not be liable if your device gets damaged or bricked during the process.
Requirements:
· The latest Bootable Monster RootPack
· The latest Bootable Clockwork SD
· Google Apps
· Empty SD card with 1GB+ space.
· A Nook Color, with software version 1.0.1. or 1.1
Procedure:
1. Download the rootpack_X.tar.gz file, and decompress it, resulting in rootpack_1gb.img
2. For Windows Users: 
· Download win32diskimager and extract it somewhere.
· Run win32diskimager.exe, and select your SD card’s drive letter.
· Use the “select file” button to find the rootpack_1gb.img file you downloaded earlier.
· Click “write” and wait for the copy to complete.
For Linux Users:
· Find out the path to your SDcard ( usually in the format /dev/sdxy ; where ‘y’ is an alphabet identifying the device and ‘x’ is a number depending on any partitions)
· open up a terminal and run: sudo dd if=rootpack_1gb.img of=/dev/sdc
3. Once the image writing is complete, unmount the SD card and and insert it into your Nook Color.
4. Power off your device.
5. Power is back on, it will automatically boot up into Clockwork Recovery. Use the Volume Up and Down buttons to navigate, Home button to select and Power button to go back while in ClockworkMod Recovery.
6. The SD card contains two directories rooting\ and extras\. Navigate to rooting\[Software Version]\Root.zip.
7. Select your Nook Color Software version and install root.zip to root your device.
8. Navigate to rooting\[Software Version]\GoogleApps.zip.
9. Select your Nook Color Software version and install GoogleApps.zip to install all of the Google applications on your device like Gmail, Youtube, Calculator, Live wallpapers, even the Gingerbread keyboard.
10. Navigate to extras\, there are four files located in the folder 
· InstallClockwork.zip: Installs Clockwork Recovery for your Device
· RemoveClockwork.zip : Removes Clockwork Recovery for your Device
· Block-1.1.zip: Blocks the OTA update to 1.1 firmware for Nook Color, the device presents itself as 1.1 and the OTA update does not take place.
· Unblock-1.1.zip: Unblocks the OTA update to 1.1 firmware for Nook Color.
11. Once you are done with the packages, go back to main menu, eject your SD card and reboot your device.
12. Upon Boot up, unlock your screen.
13. Skip the Android welcome screen and sign in.
14. Enable location services when given the option.
15. Connect to WiFi , launch Youtube from ‘Extras’.
16. Sign in to your Youtube account using your Gmail ID.
17. Exit Youtube and Launch Gmail from ‘Extras’.
18. Sync your Gmail account and exit.
19. Open up Android Market and accept Terms & Services.
Congratulations! You now have a fully rooted Nook color with additional features on recovery as well as root and Google apps. Having attained root, you can go on customizing your device as you see fit. An alternative launcher application like ADWLauncher LauncherPro or Go Launcher is recommended. For further developments & updates, please head over to the developers’s thread and follow up.
